The hirer will be asked to record the names and contact details of 
their attendees in case there is a local outbreak. The hirer and the 
centre will communicate if people need to be notified.

Cleaning  
Frequently cleaning and disinfecting objects and surfaces that are 
touched regularly particularly in areas of high use such as door 
handles, light switches and reception areas using appropriate cleaning 
products and methods.  
 
When there is a change of groups and/or activities the area in use will 
be sanitised between this change. This will all users to exit and enter a 
sanitised space. 
 
Toilet areas are controlled by one in one out with hand sanitiser 
available before entering and signs above hand sinks reminding 
people to wash hands according to guidelines. 
A maximum of two people allowed in the toilets at any time. 
Alternating cubicles/ urinals are taken out of use to limit the number 
of users at one time 
Clear signage displayed for the public, so they feel safe and protected. 
A regular check for cleaning during opening hours. And 
cleaning/disinfecting product available in each toilet for members of 
the public and staff to clean the toilet seat if they wish, so they feel in 
control.
